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Compliance with international humanitarian law (IHL) by
non-State armed groups is a major challenge in today’s armed
conflicts. While itisaccepted that NSAGs are bound by IHL, how
theyactually view and interpret their international obligations

has remained insufficiently explored.

Considering this knowledge gap, Geneva Call and the Geneva
Academy of International Humanitarian Law and Human Rights
have embarked into a research project that aims to increase our
understanding of NSAGs’ behaviours in conflict settings in order

to strengthen respect for IHL.

This side event, co-organized by the Geneva Academy and Geneva
Call, will offer the opportunity to present this research project,

its rationale and some of its preliminary findings.
